The Human Fibrinogen is homogenous as judged on a 4-20% gradient gel
and is greater than 95% clottable. The plasminogen was depleted using
affinity chromatography. The above protein was purified from human
plasma that was tested and found negative for all communicable diseases,
including HIV-1, HIV-2, Hepatitis B Surface antigen and HCV. Donors are
screened for Creutzfeldt-Jakob Disease. Thaw at 37C without agitation until
completely liquid, then gently mix before use.
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
